It takes a heart ruff to hold North-South to nine
tricks in spades, so Hampson was due to score very
well anyway in 3%. But Hampson found his way to
more then his nine tricks after the defense started with
three rounds of diamonds. He had already formulated
the ideathat North had the A since South had passed
initially and had already shown up with the A K.

So Hampson ruffed the third round of diamonds,
drew oneround of trumps, played the YA K and ruffed
aheart. He then crossed to a high trump in his hand to
lead the #K! North thought Hampson held:

AK Q10 PKxXx &xx SAKJIIOX.

Since North was reduced to spades and and aheart
at this point, he ducked to avoid the endplay. (Maybe
he should have known that Hampson would have up-
graded thishand out of a14-16 INT!) But you haveto
get out of bed early to be up before Hampson. Plus
130 was worth nearly all the matchpoints.

He remembers
Goren and 0zzie

Craig Brockman, the young man who does
the excellent layout work for your Daily Bulle-
tins, wastelling his cousin Bob Shalen about his
work with bridge. Craig doesn't play, but he en-
joys being around bridge players. Bob surprised
him by coming up with good stories about his
personal dealings with two of the game’s great-
est — Oswald Jacoby and Charles Goren.

Here'sthe Ozzietde, entitled “| should have
taken the check.”

“In 1946 or ' 47, | attended my first meeting
of the Society of Actuaries at the Greenbriar in
West Virginia, having become afellow of the so-
ciety by completing the examsthat year. Oswald
Jacoby, who was an older man and also afellow,
was at the meeting and wasinvited by John Larus,
president of the society and of Connecticut Gen-
eral Life, to be hispartner in abefore-dinner rub-
ber or two. Another young actuary, Alex Mutch,
was drafted to perform against the seniors, and
because of Jacoby’s reputation our table was
quickly surrounded by acrowd of about 50 stand-
ing kibitzers. After aventuresome overcall at the
two level by Jacoby, he was doubled and set 3
tricks vulnerable, which accounted for most of
the 1100 points by which we won. Standard
stakesin actuaries’ bridge games at thetimewere
a nickel a hundred, so Jacoby and Larus owed
me and Alex 55 cents each.

“Now comesthe punch line. Jacoby offered
to pay me by check if | would agree not to cash
it. | wish | had accepted his offer, but with all
those people watching, | felt | had to say 'No
thanks, I'll takethe cash.' Everybody makes mis-
takes.”

And now the Goren tale.

“In June, 1945, while | wasin the naval hos-
pital at Pearl Harbor recovering from wounds suf-
fered when our destroyer was hit by a kamikaze.
A couple of my friends from the Prudential who
were stationed at Pearl cameto visit and brought
meagift of Goren'sBetter Bridgefor Better Play-
ers. | read it quite carefully, and having no better
way to spend my time, wrote the author to the
effect that one of the hands in the chapter on
opening leads could till be made even with his
recommended opening lead by means of a
squeeze in the club suit. At the same time, |
pointed out that Florence Osborne's column in
the Tribune seemed to be using many of the hands
in his book.

“1 received a hand-written reply a few days
later thanking me and saying (1) that in the next
edition of the book he would put the jack of clubs
in the other defender’s hand, which would elimi-
nate the squeeze, and (2) that Florence had been
using alot of hisstuff without attribution, and he
would have to speak to her about it.

“Unfortunately, both the book and the Dear
Lieutenant letter, which | valued, werelost in one
of our dozen or so moves during the ensuing 50
years.”

Yes, Weichsel bid 3NT on the same values he an-
nounced with his INT bid, but when you're down 41
IMPs with only 16 boards to play, you can't afford to
worry about things like that. His play, however, justi-
fied his aggressiveness.

East led the 6 and Weichsel called for dummy’s
king. East won the ace and continued with the ¥J, won
by declarer’s queen. With only one heart, two dia-
monds, two spades and a club, Weichsel needed three
more tricks. So he played a low spade at trick three,
and inserted the 9 when East played low. When that
held the trick, he called for alow club from dummy.
Note the club position. Declarer can't allow West to
regain the lead to run the heart suit, so he must hope
that West holds a doubleton that includes the 8. East
will be forced to overtake the trick on the first round
of the suit. When declarer wins the return and plays
another low club from dummy, he can cover whatever
high club West produces and play another club to clear
the suit. In this manner, West is never able to gain the
lead.

When you are desperate, you haveto play for what
you need. With both spade honors onside and the clubs
favorably arranged, Weichsel brought home the mi-
raculous contract. Plus600. Thiswasan 11-IMP pickup
when Weichsel’s teammates went down one in 24 at
the other table for minus 100.

Declarer won thisand ruffed a club, Robinson con-
tributing the king! Declarer went after trumps, cash-
ing the ace and playing a second. Happy to get the 2-2
break. He won the 4K switch and ruffed a spadeto his
hand. Everything to this point indicated that Boyd,
West, had the #J, so declarer decided that the right
way to set up his clubs was to pass the 10, finessing
against West. Imagine his surprise when Robinson pro-
duced the jack to defeat the contract.

CGalling the Director

Call the who ...? The Director! It's okay to cal the
director. If fact, if you don't, you may lose your right to
cal him later if you are damaged.

Thedirector isthe onewho sold you an entry, theone
who passed out the boards, the one who passed out the
hand records and said, “Duplicate, please” The director
is the one who organizes the players and the boards so
that everything runs smoothly at the right time, the right
speed and the right direction.

The director is the one you need help from if and
when an irregularity happens at your table. The director
gives rulings pertaining to the “Laws of Duplicate Con-
tract Bridge.”

In order for the conditions of the game to be fair,
everyone has to follow the same rules. The director is
familiar with theserulesand isresponsiblefor seeing that
they are correctly applied.

Thedirector isaso theonewho callstheroundswhen
itistimefor you to meet your new opponents. Thedirec-
tor puts the results of each board into the computer and
poststhe computer print-out of results after each session.

When you need a director, raise your hand and call
out “Director, pleasg’ -- loudly enough for him to hear
but not so loudly that it disturbs the other players. When
the director arrives at your table, he will listen to what
happened and explain the provision of the Lawsthat per-
tainsto theirregularity.

Irregularitiesthat may happen at your tablefor which
you must call the director: alead out of turn, an insuffi-
cient bid, arevoke, acard missing from ahand, abid or
pass out of turn, failureto Alert an artificial bid, changes
of call, disagreements of tricks won, claims with trumps
outstanding or disputed claims, bidding errors, etc.

The Director is your friend. Do not hesitate to call
himor her. Infact, if you don't call the Director, you may
have logt the right to call him later when you discover
you have been damaged.

He held onto
the #Q and duffed a club, and now Steinberg took the
13" trick with the 9.
