During the last round of the final session of the
Edgar Kaplan Blue Ribbon Pairs, it was a kibitzer's
paradise. An SRO crowd of about 50 surrounded one
table where an unusual result from this deal occurred:

De-
clarer ducked in dummy and South played the %A and
returned the 5. This was won by the king in dummy,
and now declarer ran his nine spade tricks. This re-
duced the deal to atwo-card ending.

Clearly North needsto retain the A, but he could
freely discard the YK if he chose, sinceif declarer held
the YQ he would be squeezed. Indeed, he should pitch
the YK to assist partner in case he's unsure of what the
red-suit position is. Note that in the actual layout, the
¥K discard would give South an easy job of holding
onto the ¥Q 6.

At the table, however, North kept the YK and the
¢A. South, somewhat confused when declarer dis-
carded the #K at trick 11, kept the Q Jto guard against
the #A 5 in declarer’'s hand. The flaw in that reason-
ing, however, isthat if declarer had thosetwo cards, he
would have claimed at trick two! Declarer was then
ableto score the last two tricks with the YA J, making
SiX.

Did you notice that the slam should have been
beaten on the opening lead? Even if declarer had the
4A, which of course he doesn't, South should set the
hand by putting in the &J.

As Zia has often commented on vugraph, “Any
slam that makes is a good slam.”

The #9 was played from dummy, Sternberg
showed out and declarer played low. The hand is com-
pletely counted at this point, so Chazen was able to
make a nice play. Instead of winning the club and be-
ing faced with the possibility of giving up an extra
trick to declarer, Chazen simply ducked. Now declarer
must lose two more tricks no matter how he plays.

If Chazen won the #9 with the queen and declarer
had the ¥J, declarer could win the heart return with
the jack, ruff out South's #K, cross to the YA and
claim.

Italy wins 2nd
10C Grand Prix

The second International Olympic Committee
Grand Prix, held in Lausanne, Switzerland, showcased
a spectacular win by Italy, one of the top powers on
the world bridge scene.

ThelOC Grand Prix isaspecial event designed to
allow members of the |OC to observe high-level, com-
petitive bridge contestsin preparation for bridge’'s en-
try into the regular Olympic Games as an exhibition
sport in winter 2002.

Six teams participated in the Grand Prix. The
teams, with their scores from the round-robin phase of
the event, were Brazil (98), Italy (80), China (78),
France (70), Netherlands (66) and USA (57). Brazil
chose China as its semifinal opponent, while Italy
squared off against France. The Brazilians won their
match 103-62, while Italy won the other contest 114-
71.3.

The Brazil-Italy final quickly became lopsided,
however, as Italy jumped out to a95-1 IMP lead. The
final score was 140.3-85 over 60 boards.

In the Women's event, a transnational European
team defeated a squad from the U.S., 278-210.

The Facts: 6NT made six, plus 1440 for E/W. As
dummy was tabled West stated that his double of 34
had been misalerted. N/S stated that they wished to
reserve their rights and play continued. The Director
was called at the end of the hand and ruled that the
6NT bid was made more attractive by the unautho-
rized information from East’sAlert. The 6NT bid was
disallowed and because of difficultiesin determining
the final contract the Directors assigned Average Plus
to N/S and Average Minus to E/W. In screening, the
scorewas changed for both sidesto 64 down two, plus
200 for N/S.

TheAppeal: E/W appealed the Director’s ruling.
North did not attend the hearing. E/W stated that they
played support doublesonly through two of responder’s
major and that this was marked on their convention
card. West stated that she always intended to convert
64 to 6NT so she just bid it directly “to save time.”
South stated that he believed the unauthorized infor-
mation from the Alert clearly suggested the 6NT bid
to avoid any further problems. South said he would
have been more inclined to accept West's actions had
she simply answered aces and then converted 64 to
6NT. In response to an inquiry by the Committee,
E/W said that an initial 24 response to 1% would have
been an artificial heart raise. They had no forcing spade
bid available to set up a Keycard auction for spades
nor had they discussed what abid of 4NT would have
meant at responder’s second turn after an initial 14
response. On further questioning they were firm that it
would not have been Keycard for spades but it might
have been interpreted as “regular” Keycard.

The Committee Decision: The Committee be-
lieved it was clear that the unauthorized information
conveyed by the Alert had been a factor in the 6NT
bid, to clear up the ambiguity of the auction. Although
the Committee might have contemplated 4NT being
natural and quantitative, E/W were never on thiswave-
length — they clearly believed it to be some form of
RKCB. While the Committee might have considered
allowing West to answer aces and then convert 64 to
6NT, they were agreed that the route she followed was
clearly based on unauthorized information and should
not be allowed (Law 16). Accordingly, the Committee
considered for the offenders the most unfavorable re-
sult that was at al probable with both small and grand
slams in hearts, spades and notrump being possible.
Of these six slams, the most unfavorable to which any
appreciable likelihood could be attached was 64, as
this would permit declarer to establish various men-
aces, ruff out ared suit, or execute a trump coup. In
the final analysis, 64 would almost certainly end up
down two. The Committee therefore adjusted the con-
tract for both sides to 64 down two, plus 200 for N/S.

Chairman’snote: Had West converted 64 to6NT
after answering aces the Committee would have been
harder pressed to decide on the unauthorized informa:
tion issue. Here it was the blatant nature of West's ac-
tion (jump to 6NT) which helped to decide the score
adjustment.

TheFacts: 5% doubled went down three, plus 800
for N/S. The double of 5% was Alerted and explained
as, “Not for penalty but forward going, but my partner
hasn’t gotten it right yet this week.” Spades were led
and continued. Declarer ruffed and crossed to the #A
to lead a heart to his jack. He next misguessed dia-
monds and got tapped again with a third spade. The

Director determined that there was no evidence of an
understanding asto the meaning of the double and that
North could have known that any comment he made
would belikely to mislead declarer. The Director ruled
that declarer would make at least one moretrick if there
had been no Alert or comment. The contract was
changed to 5% doubled down two, plus 500 for N/S
(which for comparison purposes was the same as plus
200 or minus 850 for N/S).

The Appeal: N/S appealed the Director’s ruling.
North stated that his partner’s double was convention-
ally supposed to show a hand that wanted to go on to
54, but was doubling in case his partner wanted to
convert for penalties. North said that South had been
forgetting this convention all week and from his heart
void he thought his partner had forgotten again. Had
North been playing with the inventor of this type of
double, he would have trusted his partner and pulled
to 5&. With this “forgetful” partner he left the double
in. When asked, South said that he sort of thought his
double was meant to show an offensive hand, but he
figured that he had to double with this hand anyway
because he expected his partner would sit and “some-
body had to double” West stated that he thought that
if anyone had a heart stack it would have been North.
Accordingly, it never occurred to him to lead the YQ
from dummy. When asked why he didn’t start hearts
with the ace from his hand, he said that he thought it
was possible that South had YKx.

The Decision: Some Committee members thought
that N/S had correctly explained their agreement and that
South just happened to screw it up, North fielding the
error based on his hand. North tried to warn declarer by
saying “partner hasn't gotten it right al week” and redlly
hadn’t done anything wrong. It was just E/W’s bad luck.
The other memberswere not happy with N/S'sactions. It
seemed they had to do a better job with this complex
convention and that this combination of one player for-
getting and the other fielding it was unacceptable. Given
that South doubled with aheart stack, and Northleftitin
with aheart void, themgjority decided that in effect N/S
weren't redlly playing this convention (which iswhat the
table Director had ruled). The minority still thought that
technically the agreement had been explained properly,
South forgot and North fielded it, but they decided to go
aong with the mgjority opinion. The Committee did not
needtolook further into what scoreto assign (minus 500,
minus 200, or plus 850) sincethe other table (BAM) was
plus 620 N/S, so any of those results of more than nine
trickswere equivalent. Declarer might not have given 59
doubled the best play, but he didn't do anything outra-
geoudy bad; the“misinformation” clearly contributed to
his downfal. Without an Alert the Committee decided
that declarer would have never gonedownthree. The con-
tract was changed to 5% doubled down two, plus 500 for
N/S.

The Facts: 5% doubled made five, plus 550 for
E/W. North scored the result as minus 550 but later re-
counted the tricks and spoke to a Director. The open-
ing lead had been the ¥10 which was won with the
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ace. Declarer played a spade to the ace and led the ¢4
from the dummy to North’s ace. North played a club
to South’s king and returned a diamond to declarer’s
king. Declarer played the #3 to dummy’s 5, ruffed a
small heart, and led a club to dummy’s 9.

According to E/W, North pitched a heart on the
second club and South |eft the table when the #9 was
played. N/S maintain that a diamond was discarded on
the second club and that declarer had claimed by call-
ing for the YK Q from the dummy and folding and re-
turning his hand.

The Director ruled that it was unlikely that North
has discarded a heart from his holding and changed
the contract to 5% doubled down one, plus 100 for
N/S.

TheAppeal: E/W appealed the Director’s ruling.
E/W and atrandator for East attended the hearing. East
stated that North definitely pitched a heart on the sec-
ond trump because otherwise he would not have known
that the hearts were all good after one ruff. Instead of
“claiming” he would have taken two discards, ruffed
himself in and played the last trump, hoping that the
defense went wrong in the one-card end position. He
normally does not claim as a matter of habit because
of language difficulties.

Furthermore, E/W were extremely upset that they
were made to appeal after the result had been scored as
plus 550 at the table. They could not understand how
the score could be overturned without their agreement.
They also mentioned an incident the day before in
which they believed they had been unfairly treated when
they had done nothing wrong. E/W said that South
definitely left the table, making completion of the play
impossible.

The Screening Director reiterated South’s statement
made during screening that he had not left the table
and that East had claimed. The Directors had exten-
sive conversation with both sides and judged the N/S
contention as to the absence of a heart discard to be
believable.

The Committee Decision: The Committee
strongly believed that aseriousinjustice had been done
to E/W and to the concept of due process. The mem-
bers believed that there could be no dispute as to the
facts, given the absence both of N/S and the table Di-
rector. Judging East to be atop-flight player, the Com-
mittee thought that his contentions were more likely
to be accurate than that North had not made a careless
error. In particular, his statement about how he would
have played if aheart had not been discarded lent cred-
ibility to his case. But the fact that neither N/S nor the
table Director were present to offer a different version
of the facts left the Committee with no choice but to
decide in E/W’s favor.

The contract was changed to 5% doubled made
five, plus 550 for E/W. The Committee conceded
N/S's legal right not to appear at the hearing, but did
not approve of that decision. The Committeewas unani-
mously of the opinion that the Directing staff had badly
mishandled thiscase. It should routinely haveruledin
favor of E/W, both because they were “nonoffenders’
in away and to preserve the table result. That would
have forced N/Sto appeal, with possible consequences
if the appeal were judged to lack merit.

Overturning the agreed-upon result without the
concurrence of E/W violated correct procedure, to say
nothing of the gquestionable judgment it exhibited as
to the believability of the two sides if that were at all
relevant. The Committee indicated that mistakes can
occur just aseasily in 5% asin 6, and that basing a
ruling on the egregiousness of a card play error sets a
dangerous precedent. The Committee made theseideas
known both to the presenting Director and to E/W.

nine Spingolds, threeVanderbilts, five Reisingers, three
Grand National Teams, three Open Pairs, one Mixed
Pairs, one Blue Ribbon Pairs, one Men’'s Board-a-
Match, one Spring Men's Teams and one Life Master
Men's Pairs.

Hehasfour worldtitles, (the 1981 BermudaBowl,
the 1986 World Open Pairs, the 1988 Olympiad and
the 1995 Bermuda Bowl). In fact, heis one of only a
few playersin the world who have won all three major
world championship events.

Meckstroth is a World Bridge Federation Grand
Master and an ACBL Grand Life Master with more
than 36,000 masterpoints. He currently occupies the
#4 position on the all-time masterpoint holder list.

Also, Meckstroth was King of Bridge in 1974 and
ACBL Player of the Year in 1992.

All this from a man who is just entering his mid-
forties, which makes the accomplishments even more
remarkable.

What else could someone with Meckstroth’'s cre-
dentials seek to attain?

“My main goal isto see how good | can get. I'm
still improving, but | still make mistakes every ses-
sion. | learn something every time | play. Bridgeisa
fun game --- agame at which | always felt | could be
really good at. However, I'm still trying to be the best
player | can be,” said Meckstroth.

It isamost impossible to discuss his career, how-
ever, without mentioning the name of his longtime
partner Eric Rodwell. AlImost every one of Meckstroth's
major team victories have been played with Rodwell,
one of the game’stop theoreticians, ashispartner. Play-
ersof all levelsknow the pair by their well-worn nick-
name “Meckwell”.

The two play an aggressive, complex system ---
one of the most complex in the world. It islargely of
Rodwell’s devising.

“Our system is gtill evolving. It's been a 24-year
processfor us. | haveto credit Eric with about 80% of
the system ideas and work. He's the genius behind our
methods,” said Meckstroth, who went on to note that
athough theirs is one of the most successful partner-
shipsin the world, his and Rodwell’s styles are some-
what different:

“1 am much more of a natural, intuitive player,
while Eric is more analytical .

Does this style difference ever lead to disagree-
ments?

“Rarely. All partnerships experience somedisagree-
ments, but if Eric and | don’t see something the same
way, we discussit rationally. We're way past the point
where we openly express disapproval about an action
at thetable. Eric and | both know that bad boards hap-
pen occasionally, and we just accept it. Emphasis on
we. We get good or bad boards together.”

Meckstroth is a professional player; he makes his
living from the money he earns from clients he plays
with. In pair events, it is common to see Meckstroth
playing with these clients in top-level events. In fact,
Meckstroth isespecialy proud of hiswininthe Player
of the Decaderace, since he played in most pair games
during the past 10 years with clients instead of other
professional players. Of course many of Meckstroth’'s
clients are excellent playersin their own right.

“I’ve played quite a bit with Perry Johnson and
Jim Reiman. They’ve helped me win the POD.”

The most significant event in Meckstroth’s career
inthe Ninetiesisundoubtedly hisbecoming amember
of Nick Nickell’s powerhouse team.

“Nick is partially to thank for my successes, as
well. Eric and | werelooking for a permanent ‘ home’,
ateam we could remain on that would dominate top-
flight events. We found it.”

Meckstroth revealed the story of the Nickell team
creation. Nickell called longtime partner and friend
Dick Freeman and asked him if he wanted to play ona
team. Freeman responded, “Only if you can get agood
team together.”

“What's a good team?’ asked Nickell.

“Oh, how about Hamman-Wolff and Meckstroth-
Rodwell?’ replied Freeman.

So, Nickell approached the two pairs and made
the necessary arrangements. A few weekslater hecalled
Freeman back and said, “| have a good team.”

Meckstroth enjoys working with Nickell and the
other members of the squad that has been at the top of

the winners list more than any other in the 90s. The
team has an impressive history of championships, but
none more so than their incredible string of victories
in the Spingold Knockouts: six winsin the past seven
years.

If you ask Meckstroth if bridge isthe most impor-
tant thing in hislife, however, you'll get aquick ‘no’.

“My wife, Shirlee, is my best friend and my big-
gest fan. She is the best thing that has ever happened
to me.” The couple has been married 10 years and they
