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Astronaut splashes down at NABC

“I"'m excited to be
here,” said astronaut and
bridge player Greg
Johnson.

Johnson presented the
ACBL with aplaying
card, the ace of spades,
that traveled with him for
6.6 millions miles. Last
year at this time, Johnson
was on the beginning of a
16-day journey through
space. His ship, the STS
123 Endeavor, orbited the
earth 250 times.

Astronauts are
allowed to carry 10
personal items on shuttle
flights. Johnson carried
the usual pictures of his
family, friends and
parents, but he also selected the ace of spades
from an official ACBL deck of cards to honor the
organization “that has influenced me and been a
big part of my life.”

“1 learned bridge from my parents,” said
Johnson. “Even though | play all kinds of games, |
found that bridge has the highest level of
competition. | just love the game.”

Although he knew how to play from an early
age, he didn’t take bridge seriously until
November of 1988 when a friend gave him a copy
of the Bridge Bulletin. “I read it from cover to
cover and found it fascinating,” said Johnson. He
was living in Lubbock TX at the time, and went to
hisfirst duplicate game in early 1989, and “1 was
hooked.” He earned Life Master statusin 2002.

On the space flight, Johnson was the pilot. A
pilot is second-in-charge to the commander,
similar to a co-pilot in aregular airplane. During
ascent, the space craft is highly computerized so
little pilot direction is needed. The reentry,
however, is done manualy, and Johnson flew the
spacecraft part of the time. While in space, his
crew built arobot for the space station. He
directed the robotic arm that did some of the
construction.

“1 want to play bridge more,” said Johnson,
“but my job getsin the way. | hoped to play the
entire time here, but there is another launch

The playing card accompanied Johnson in space for 16

scheduled some time this week, and if it goes as

scheduled, I'll have to be on duty.” Johnson won't

be flying this time, but will help coordinate things
at mission control.

There are three more scheduled flights and
Johnson hopes to go once more, perhaps as
commander this time. Johnson is a former fighter
pilot and test pilot. “ The space program is a dream
of ming,” he said.

Here are some tidbits from the astronaut:
 Johnson described the flight takeoff as

“violent.” Even though you prepare for years, it
is harsher than you expect.

* Although he wanted to take a complete deck of
cards, NASA counted that as 52 items. The
limit was 10, so he settled on one card, the ace
of spades.

» The view from space was “awesome,”
according to Johnson. “You can see Mount
Everest. You can see Chinaand Australia— it
was incredible,” he said.

» The space flight reentry was amazing. “The
heat was 3000 degrees,” said Johnson. “At first
you slow down slowly from mach 20. You
eventually slow to ‘only’ mach 5.” Mach refers
to the speed of sound.

» The ace of spades presented to ACBL was
accompanied by a certificate of authenticity.

Electronic devices, excluding health related
equipment, capable of sending or receiving

communication, including but not limited to,
headphones, earphones, cellular phones and
minicomputers. (1) shall not be allowed in the
playing areas, adjacent hallways, restrooms or
accessible break areas; and (2) shall not be used

Dear New Players:

The statute of
limitations must
have kicked in by
now. It has been 52
years.

Here's what
happened. Picture a
blazing summer
afternoon. My three
younger sistersand |

mother, told to stay on the property (we lived way
out in the country on 25 acres) and forbidden back
in the house until dinner. We were bored.

When we noticed alarge hornet’s nest in an
upper eave of our freshly painted white barn,
inspiration struck and we plotted ways to knock it
down. We tried rocks, but we couldn’t throw them
high enough. Maybe balled-up wet socks would
do the job. (Whoever came up with that deserves
A+ for imagination if not common sense.) One
sister spotted aleft-over can of red paint from said
barn’s fresh, sparkly new trim. The plan came
together. Soak the socksin red paint and heave.

We soon ran out of socks, so we sent Mary,
the smallest and youngest, on a secret mission
through a back window to gather more socks.
While we never did knock the nest down (thank
the Lord), we did create alovely abstract montage
on the barn, sacrificing afew dozen socks in the
effort.

While time has mercifully erased most of the
discussion my parents had with us that evening,
one memory stands out after all these years. My
inability to answer, “Why did you do it?’ |
remember struggling to explain that it had just
seemed like a good idea at the time.

So why do | bring this up now, and what does
it have to do with bridge? Because today’s bridge
problem we are going to examine is how to
answer the unanswerable question, “ Why did you
do that?”

At one time or another, each of us has been
asked that by a confused partner, and each of us
has asked it ourselves.

Let me start by saying that this question,
while common, is surely the most stupid of
questions. (Those who contend there are no stupid

guestions, take
note.) “Well, |
reviewed my
options, and picked
the one that would
cause you the most
grief?’ Or how
about, “I aminthe
mood to lose, and |
thought this would

answer to that
question: “It
seemed like a good
idea at thetime.”
The why
guestion should
never be asked out
loud, and certainly
never asked of our
partner. But we
should ask it of
ourselvesin, to
guote a poet, “that

dark, still moment
of the soul.” Just why did it seem like a good
idea? And what went wrong?

When you have an unexplained lapse, your
most important thought should beto keep it in
perspective. If thisis the worst move you make al
day, you can hit the sack a success. The fate of the
free world doesn’t hang in the balance.

Once you' ve done that, look at the hand
records. Take some time and try to reconstruct
your thought process (assuming you had one).
What were the bids you had to choose from to
describe your hand? What had the other bids
been? Did you try to visualize each hand as it was
bid? How did the bid you made compare to the
hand you held?

And at lagt, the hard part... Can you analyze

what went wrong, what should have been your
bid? (Can you do this without getting upset?) And
finally, how will you recognize this pitfall when it
occurs again (and again, and again). My
contention is that there are only four mistakesin
bridge, but we keep making them over and over,
because they appear in different disguises. The
successful emerging player isthe onewho is
willing to undergo some soul-searching and
recognize weaknesses, Often we can't overcome
our weaknesses, but we can accept them and
compensate for them.

(36%). Don't hold your breath. What South
needs is an outside entry to the spades. That entry
isthe «K. The first club must be won in dummy
(key play), the aJ cashed, the closed hand
entered via the £K and the spades, hearts and the
remaining club are al high for at least 12 tricks.

When a suit is blocked, conserving an
outside entry to that suit is critical. If no side-suit
entry exists, arisky overtake is the default
solution.

I's anyone out there who does not know about
the Rabbi’s Rule? Here is an unusual example
from the Silodor Pairs where it was a defender
who took advantage of the situation:

The Rabbi led the five of hearts and declarer
put up dummy’s king, which lost to the ace. To the
human eye it looks obvious to switch to a
diamond (athough my finessing friend tells me
that a spade is the best defense). | have a sneaking
suspicion that alow diamond is the best shot but,
just in case, | tried the jack of diamonds, covered
by the king and ace.

The Rabbi returned the three of diamonds and
with some foreboding | contributed the ten, which
declarer won with the queen. He continued with a
heart to the jack and | won with the queen.

Rather than play a diamond, | decided to
reverse the Rabbi’s Rule and tried the effect of
playing the king of clubs.

When declarer ducked, | exited with a spade.
Seeing no danger declarer now played alow club
and the Rabbi was able to win with the jack and
exit with a spade, locking declarer in dummy and
ensuring one more trick for the defence.

Not a spectacular number of matchpoints for
North-South, but the sort of average plus board
you need to keep your score ticking along.

On this deal from the Thursday afternoon
pairs game, the auction at just about every table
would have seen East having to choose between
14 and INT. You and | would say there was no
choice — with reversing values, reversing pattern
and alow doubleton in one suit, how could you
not open 1&?

Still, many Easts opened and closed the
auction with a bid of INT.

Say South leads a low spade — the 5 — against
that insalubrious contract. Declarer puts up the
gueen — his best legitimate shot in the suit. North
covers with the ace and returns the 10. Whether or
not North was planning to shift to a heart if the
410 held the trick, South takes no chances,
overtaking with the aJ, cashes the aK as declarer
pitches alow heart, and continues with the a7.
What should North pitch and why?

We can all see from looking at the entire deal
that it is correct to pitch diamonds. But how does
North know that East does not have a hand such
as
a64 wA763 eAK1076 £AQ?

The answer lies in the order that South cashed
his spades. He had to overtake and cash his other
high honor at tricks two and three. Then he can
play his other two cards in either order. Jack-king-
3-7 shows club values, king-jack-7-3 shows
hearts, and the other sequences should therefore
show diamonds.

One more thing: Perhaps North should pitch a
discouraging 3 and then the ¢ J — suit preference
for hearts. After al, if he throws two low
diamonds, South might think a club shift wasin
order. Oops!

Convention card
reminder

Each player is required to have a convention
card filled out legibly and on the table throughout
a session. Both cards of a partnership must be
identical and include the first and last names of
each member of the partnership.

If adirector determines that neither player has
a substantially completed card, the partnership
may play only the Standard American Yellow Card
and may use only standard carding. This
restriction may be lifted only at the beginning of a
subsequent round after convention cards have
been properly prepared and approved by the
director. Further, the partnership will receive a
1/6-board matchpoint penalty for each board
played, commencing with the next round and
continuing until the restriction is lifted. In IMP
team games, penalties shall be at the discretion of
the director.

If the director determines the partnership has
at least one substantially completed convention
card but has not fully complied with ACBL
regulations, the director may give warnings or
assign such penalties as he deems to be
appropriate under the circumstances.

The objective of these warnings and penalties
is the encouragement of full compliance with
ACBL regulations.

When East came into the auction with a
double that promised a single-suited hand, his side
looked booked for a poor result, as the Rabbi had
more than enough to redouble, and when East
retreated to his suit he doubled and led the three of
spades. North won with the ace and cashed the
king of hearts, putting the defenders on the way to
collecting the maximum penalty, before switching
back to the two of spades. The Rabbi took East’s
gueen with the king — at least he would have done
had he known that card was in his hand!

Alas, it was not on view, and when East’s
gueen held the trick declarer escaped for minus
300 and a compl ete top.

After entering dummy
with a diamond, declarer played the a9, covered
by Casen with the jack to promote a second trump
trick for Krekorian. Two down for plus 200 was
good for 18.5 out of 25 matchpoints.

In order to make the contract, you must
assume the vK isonside. If that is the case, then
East needs the ¢ A to justify his opening bid.

There's quite a lesson to be learned from this
deal. When you absolutely need one particular
card (the K in the case) to be in one particular
hand to make a contract, assume it is, and then try
to place the other important cards from the
bidding.
