Whether Steinfeldt’s teammates were aware of the
tee shirt magic, they were happy winners: team captain
Marshall Kuschner, Reston VA; Hal Hindman,
Annandale VA, and Mark Chen, Oak Hill VA.

The runners-up, from Michigan, are Mark
Leonard, Ypsilanti; Thomas Rozinski, Ann Arbor;
Barry Lippitt, Southfield, and Richard Mydloski,
Taylor.

Kuschner is a part-time tournament director
whose wife Candy, is a full-time TD. He and
Steinfeldt, a retired web master for the U.S. Postal
Service,  have been playing together for more than 20
years.

Hindman, an OB-GYN doctor, and Chen, a
software developer, have been regular partners for
about seven years. Chen was anxious to mention his
wife, Yin-Ching and their two daughters, Erica and
Grace.

The District 6 team started strong, opening a 48-
16 lead after one quarter and extending it to 110-55 at
the halfway point. Their opponents withdrew after
three quarters, trailing 190-93.

If you don’t think Alzheimer’s disease is a
growing problem, consider this statistic: at present
there are 4.5 million Americans affected by the
disease – not counting the families and care givers of
those with the devastating illness.

If researchers don’t find a cure by 2050, the
number of Alzheimer’s cases could grow to 16
million.

“As Baby Boomers enter the age of greatest
risk,” says Susan Sugarman of the New York City
chapter of the Alzheimer’s Association, “Alzheimer’s
is becoming the leading public health crisis of the
21st century.”

Sugarman visited the Summer NABC Saturday
night to receive a check from the ACBL Charity
Foundation for $100,000. The association was
selected by the ACBL Charity Foundation as the
Charity of the Year for 2004. Charity Foundation
President Jayne Thomas and Foundation Treasurer
Shirley Seals presented the check.

Sugarman, vice president and director of
marketing and communications for the NYC chapter
of the association, said there is a lot of Alzheimer’s
research going on at present.

“There are many reasons to be hopeful,” she said,

“but we are not there yet.”
The association was founded in Chicago in 1980

and now has 81 chapters nationwide. The NYC
chapter was among the founding organizations.

Sugarman said that there are more than 200,000
people with Alzheimer’s disease in the five boroughs
of New York.

Alzheimer’s, she said, does not cause mental
illness. It is a disease of the brain the same way heart
disease is a disease of the heart. Brain cells die and
the first sign is usually a loss of short-term memory.
Impairment of judgment comes next, and in advanced
stages, people with Alzheimer’s lose the ability to do
tasks – such as balancing a checkbook – that were
formerly routine.

The cost to American business in terms of lost
earnings and work time and care for those who
contract the disease, Sugarman said, is in the billions
of dollars. Far from being a disease confined to the
elderly, Sugarman said, Alzheimer’s can affect people
in their 40s and 50s.

The local chapters of the Alzheimer’s
Association provide support for education, training
and support to the families of those with the disease,
including a 24-hour hotline.

Kleist couldn’t believe that he had passed! The

director was called, and he ruled that the Pass
stood.  So Kleist was sure he had blown the slam
and the qualifying.

And then he saw the dummy after Stewart led a
trump. Seven spades to the king-queen – he
couldn’t believe his eyes. Don’t forget – his partner
had never bid spades showing spades. 

He won his trump ace, cashed his ♣A, pitching
a heart, and ruffed a club. He drew the rest of the
trumps, then led to the ♥A and ♥K and ruffed a
heart. That set up the suit, so he crossed to the ♦A
and pitched his losers on hearts to wind up with all
13 tricks.

Lots of pairs got to slam, but they played in
hearts, where they had to lose a trump. It also made
a difference that the contract was played from the
singleton side. If Woolsey, North, had been on lead,
no doubt he would have started with a diamond,
and then it would be extremely unlikely that Shore
could take all 13 tricks.

Shocked and amazed
Paul Soloway, ACBL’s top masterpoint holder,

many-time North American and world champion, is
not easily impressed. During the evening session of
the Life Master Open Pairs, one of his opponents
gave Soloway something to talk about.

Here’s what happened.
Soloway, East, was looking at
♠A K 7 4 3 2 ♥3 ♦J 8 4 2 ♣K J 8 7 5

and heard his left-hand opponent open 1♥ as
dealer.

Soloway’s partner passed and his RHO bid 1♠.
Soloway bid a natural 2♠, LHO and Soloway’s
partner passed and RHO, the 1♠ bidder, ended the
auction with a bid of 3NT.

Intent on not giving up a trick by leading his
spade suit, Soloway started with a low diamond.
Dummy hit with

♠J 5 ♥K Q 10 7 6 4 ♦A 6 ♣Q 10 9.
Declarer won the ♦A in dummy as West

signaled with the 9. Declarer then played a club to
his king. Soloway took the ♣A and, still trying to
avoid giving up a spade trick, continued with a
diamond.

At that point, recalled Soloway, his opponent
“flopped it (his hand) on the table, claiming 12
tricks.” When Soloway saw declarer’s hand, he
could only look on in admiration. The full deal:

Soloway was impressed with North’s 1♠ bid
on three to the 10 – but he liked his opponent’s bold
3NT bid even more, especially after Soloway
showed a long spade suit.

“It was like re-raising in poker with nothing,”
said Soloway. “He made a terrific bid of 1♠ – and his
3NT bid was out of this world. He earned his top.”

New Life Masters
Anne Derkat of Edmonton AB earned her gold

card playing with her husband, Floyd, in the Senior
Pairs Saturday. It was especially enjoyable for the
Derkats, who are on their honeymoon. They were
married about a month ago.
