Soloway.

Whitman, owner of an investment partnership in San
Francisco, was ecstatic. “This proves that Grant Baze is
the greatest pro there is,” Whitman said, reveling in his
first North American championship. He came close dur-
ing the summer, finishing second in the Spingold Knock-
out Teams in Chicago.

The victory was also the first for Gitelman, a fine
player but perhaps best known for the software produced
by Bridge Base Inc., his Toronto-based company.
Gitelman’s reputation as a player was solidified when
he, Mittelman and their Canadian teammates finished
second in the Bermuda Bowl in Beijing, China, in 1995.
Mittelman is a former world champion (Mixed Pairs with
Dianna Gordon in 1982).

Moss won his fourth North American championship.
His previous wins were the Master Mixed Teams in 1991
and the Grand National Teams and Life Master Open
Pairs in 1993.

Baze is one of the most successful bridge pros on
the tour. He has hundreds of regional championships to
