Alan Stout moved from Iowa to Arkansas
about three years ago, and really enjoys the fact
that his home is very close to a lake. Says Stout:
“My wife and I can hop in the bass boat and go
fishing any time we want.”

These days, what Stout is fishing for mostly is
masterpoints as he pursues the Barry Crane Top
500 title. He figures he will be at tournaments,
mostly regionals, all but 10 weeks of the year in
2005 – and he might not get that much time off if
he needs an extra push toward the end.

As of the April masterpoint cycle, Stout was
in the Top 500 lead with 530 masterpoints, about
100 ahead of second place.

He figures he will need about 3000 to earn the
title he has helped several others win during the
35 years he has been playing bridge. Stout has
been part of successful campaigns by Grant Baze,
Jim Barrow, Randy Pettit, Zeke Jabbour – even
the late Ron Andersen.

It took a bit of preparation – and negotiation
–for Stout to get started on his 2005 quest.

He started exploring the possibilities in
November of 2003, checking with various top
players to see who, if anyone, would be going for

the masterpoint title in 2005.
When he found the way clear for him to make

a run this year, he had to discuss things with his
wife, Anne.

They worked out a deal for him to stay at
home a lot more than usual in 2004, preparatory to
the grueling travel schedule he would embark on
this year.

From his base in Mountain Home AR, Stout
has been driving to most tournaments – he didn’t
find a sponsor for his quest who could help with
airfares.

Stout has lined up an impressive array of
partners to help him win more masterpoints than
any other ACBL player during the calendar year.
Don Stack will be his most frequent partner during
the year, but Stout also has plans to play with Jeff
Meckstroth, Mike Passell, Allan Siebert and two
Omaha NE friends, Jim Nash and Pierre
Flatowicz.

Stack has created a web site tracking Stout’s
progress toward his goal:

So far this year, he has played in regionals in
Charleston SC, Tampa FL, Albuquerque NM,
Biloxi MS, Sandestin FL and Wilmington NC,
plus sectionals in Hutchinson KS and Birmingham
AL.

Less than three months into the year, Stout has
found the Top 500 campaign to be an emotional
roller coaster at times.

“There are tremendous ups and downs each
day,” he says. “It’s very depressing not to do well,
and it’s hard to keep the right focus when you’re
not having a good run.”

One major requirement, he says, is sleep.
“You have to be able to sleep well,” Stout says,
“or you’re in big trouble. You also have to be able
to focus – and relax.”

The gravest danger, he adds, is letting the
setbacks – or errors at the bridge table – get to
you. Whatever happens, he says, “It’s done. You
must let it go or you’ll blow the next event.”

Stout knows it’s a long haul from here to his

The USBC will be held in conjunction with
a regional tournament and a “Dream Team
Extravaganza” to benefit the USBF.

Back in the mid-Sixties,
Bernie Gorkin and Mark
McDermott were college
buddies at the University of
Syracuse. They were also
bridge partners.

One weekend in 1967,
they went to their first
tournament together – a
sectional in nearby Oswego.
They played in the Men’s
Pairs, leaving before the
scores were posted. They
learned later that they had
won.

They played bridge a bit more after that, but upon graduation, McDermott
more or less gave up the game while career and family concerns took
precedence. Gorkin continued to play and in 1992 became an ACBL tournament
director.

The other day, Gorkin – who is working at the Spring NABC – was leafing
through the Daily Bulletin when he saw his old pal’s name in the results for one
of the Intermediate/Newcomer games.

Gorkin was surprised and delighted to find his old friend had apparently
renewed his interest in bridge. As it happened, McDermott started playing again
last June. It happened at a Senior Olympics in Cortland NY. McDermott wanted
to play volleyball but couldn’t get on a team. A bridge game was available,
however, and now he’s hooked all over again.

“I remembered all those days of playing with Bernie,” McDermott said. “I
love it.”

enforced.
But when the break is flagrant, we call the

director to establish “table agreement” that a
break has occurred. 

The one who calls the director says, “The
pause was very, very long”. The offender says,
“No, not very long. Just a second or two.” Who
is right? Well, since perception is everything,
they are probably both right and both wrong.

Some hesitation is almost unavoidable. But
you can minimize yours by planning your
possible responses while others are bidding.
Use the time to think ahead.

Note that the burden and the remedy for
hesitation fall not upon the offender (i.e., the
hesitater) but upon his partner. Paraphrasing
and simplifying Law 16:

“From among the logical alternatives, the
partner of the offender must not choose the call
reasonably suggested by the hesitation.”

Thus, your partner may be deterred from
making his intended bid. Further, if the director
is called there may be an adjustment to the
score if the non-offending side is injured. 

In this brief and oversimplified introduction
to a very troublesome and controversial subject,
we have described the basic concept of
hesitation and why it is an important problem.

Duplicate Experiences
By Marshall Pearlman

The partner of he who hesitates is lost – part I

Hesitation or “tanking” is one of the most
controversial issues in bridge. Officially referred
to as a break in tempo, it is vexing to new players
and a source of much irritation to experts. 

In theory, all bidding must be done smoothly,
with consistent timing between calls and without
any gesture, mannerism or other means of
conveying information. 

Your impression of the meaning of partner’s
bid or the values in his hand must come solely
from his bid, not the manner of his bid. This is
fine, but in practice there are problems. 

— We are not computers. At times we need to
think. Sometimes quite a bit. 

— Partner bids and you know what your
response will be but the opponent interjects a call
which surprises you and makes you stop to
consider. 

— Your partner makes a call, the meaning of
which escapes you. You don’t want to err so you
“tank.” 

— You were thinking about the last deal and
not paying attention.

Some pauses are harmless but many are not.
When newcomers pause to be sure their response
to an ace-asking bid is correct, no harm is done. 

But a long pause followed by a pass almost
says aloud, “Partner, I have values but not quite
enough to bid.” Even a long pause followed by a
minimum response conveys information,
especially in response to a forcing call by partner. 

What is a break in tempo? Recently, at an
NACB, one player took an extra two seconds to
bid and was penalized! This seems extreme to
many. Fortunately, at the club level, the rule on
hesitations is usually not nearly so rigidly

Bidding commentary: Think “four-level

preempt” when looking at an eight-card suit
with less than opening bid values. After the 4♥
opening, South bids what he thinks he can
make.  Four- level preempts do that to you.

Play commentary: At trick one South must
play the ♥K under the ace! Why? 

When the ♥Q is led, East knows South has
the king but doesn’t know who has the jack.
From South’s point of view the king and jack
are equals once the queen is led. 

In order to protect himself, South must play
the card he is known to hold – the king. If the
king is played at trick one, East may be torn
between leading a second heart and trying to
cash the ♦A. 

If South plays the ♥J at trick one, it’s a no-
brainer. East can safely lead a heart for West to
ruff as East knows North still has the ♥K.

Declarer and the defenders must be alert to
play cards they are known to hold if doing so
cannot cost a trick. 

When the card you are known to hold (♥K)
has an equal (♥J), it is mandatory to unload the
one you are known to hold. Why hang on to a
card the opponents know you have  when you
can play it and keep a card the opponents don’t
know you have. 

The longer you hold “known”cards that can
safely be played, the easier you make life for your
opponents. Think of  known cards that have equals
as hot potatoes! Get rid of them!

Facts: The director was called at the conclusion

of play, declarer taking 10 tricks after the lead of the
♠A. Plus 430 North–South. The East–West
convention cards described the range for their weak
two-bids as 5 to 10 high-card points. During the
play North chose not to take the heart finesse,
feeling that West was marked with the ♥K on the
auction, so he played for an endplay or a squeeze.

Director’s Ruling: Law 75B, and similarly
Law 40A, allow a player to deviate from his
previously announced agreement at his own risk. If
opponents are later damaged, by drawing a false
inference, they are not entitled to redress. The table
result stands. 

The Appeal: All players attended the panel
hearing. North-South felt that East-West had an
agreement, based on East’s comment at the end of
play that they often open light in third seat.  North
felt that that information should have been made
available to him. East-West readily admitted to
frequent light opening in third chair and that they
would open similar hands in the future.

The Decision: The panel was convinced by
East-West that an implicit agreement existed,
namely that they had a different HCP range in third
seat.  It was determined that this agreement created
misinformation for the declaring side, per Law 40C.
The panel judged that there was a connection
between the implied agreement and the line of play
taken by this declarer. The players were instructed to
modify their convention cards and that they could
not play conventions over their 0 to 9 HCP third-
seat agreement.

The play had gone: ♠A, spade to declarer’s
king, ♦A K, club to the king, diamonds. Declarer
returned to the ♣A Q. With three tricks left, West
was known to have the ♠Q 8 and a heart left. This
was the end position:

Bluff, double bluff, 
or what?

From the second round of the Vanderbilt

Knockout Teams, both declarers were faced with
an intriguing percentage problem.

♠ A 4
♥ A K Q 7 6 2
♦ Q 10 5 3
♣ 3

♠ K Q J 5 3 2

With both sides vulnerable, you bid to 6♠.
West leads the ♣4 (fourth best). The obvious
choice is between ruffing a club with the ♠A (say,
a 68% line); ruffing a club low, cashing the ♠A
and leading a diamond to the king, and simply
drawing trumps and testing the hearts, then trying
to guess diamonds.

It’s not clear which line is best – both of the
first two require a 3-2 split in a suit where you are
missing five cards. For better or worse, one
declarer followed line three – at the other table
they went for line one.

If you draw trumps, you find them 4-1, with
the length on your right, so at least you’ve
avoided immediate defeat. On the fourth trump,
West pitches a heart to your surprise. That looks
ominous, and indeed it is. When you test hearts,
you find them 5-1, with the length on your left.
This is the ending (you are in dummy).

You can ruff a heart to set up the suit and lead
the ♦K from hand – this brings in the suit for one
loser whenever the ♦J is on your right or the ♦A
is doubleton on your left, better than a 50%
chance. But should you play that way? Would
West have allowed you to set up hearts, given that
he must have options to pitch a club? Is he trying
to persuade you to follow this losing line?

For what is it worth, declarer did ruff a heart
to lead the ♦K. East ducked and showed declarer
his ♦A J, down one.

and exits with a diamond to South’s bare ace.

Alan Stout has been a tournament regular
for many years – he’s closing in on 25,000
masterpoints – and he earned some notice a
few years ago as the unofficial King of the
Sectionals. He figured at the time that he had
probably won more sectional titles than any
other ACBL player – and he even kept track
of how many.

Stout retired three years ago after 25
years as a Medicaid auditor for the state of
Iowa. Because of the profession, he has
always kept meticulous records.

In November of last year, Stout went to a
sectional in DeGray State Park in Arkansas,
where he was part of the winning team in a
knockout – the 1000th sectional win of his
career. He doesn’t have exact numbers, but he
guesses that 600 of those wins have been in
pairs events.

Another remarkable accomplishment of the
brothers is that they have achieved this level of
expertise despite becoming Life Masters just a few
years ago. Jon and Mike, playing on a team with
their father and their grandmother, Eleanor Rice of
Paso Robles CA, made LM at the Washington DC
NABC in the summer of 2002. What made the
accomplishment even sweeter was that their father
became an LM at the same time.

West led the ♠10 which rode to declarer’s
queen. Chaikin crossed to a high club and played
a low heart toward the closed hand. East ducked
the ace, so Chaikin’s king won. She then exited
with a low heart. East won the ♥Q and instead of
tapping dummy with a third round of hearts –
which will defeat the contract – played the ♠A
and another spade to dummy’s jack. After drawing
the last trump, Chaikin ran the rest of the clubs,
making two.

The winners earned 48 out of a possible 51
matchpoints.

Later in the session, the winners encountered
John Zilic and Tom Peters, the pair who would
eventually finish second. Accurate defense by
Esberg and Chaikin held declarer to the minimum
number of tricks on this deal (rotated):

Knowing from the auction that dummy would
have four spades, Esberg eschewed a spade lead in
favor of his fourth-best diamond. Declarer played
low from dummy and Chaikin’s king won. She
returned the ♣3, allowing Esberg to make the nice
inference that declarer’s pattern was 2–4–2–5.
(South showed four hearts in response to the
Stayman inquiry, and the fourth-best ♣2 meant
that declarer held five. To open 1NT, therefore,
South must have doubletons in the other suits.)
Declarer ducked to Esberg’s 10.

Esberg returned another diamond to declarer’s
queen. South then ducked a round of hearts.
Esberg won the jack and got out with a low spade.
This defense held Zilic to nine tricks. The winners
scored 36.5 matchpoints.

East had to win and was out of
good options. If he played a club to give his
partner a ruff, Cohen would discard his singleton
diamond. If East played a diamond, Cohen would
end up losing only a club, a diamond and a spade.

The shift to the ♣9 was essential to unblock
the suit. If, for example, West had played the ♣A
and the ♣9, East could win the ♣K, dropping the
queen, but then dummy’s ♣10 6 would be a
stopper with East in the lead. Similarly, if West
plays a low club to the king and wins the return
with the ace, declarer can frustrate the defenders
by playing low on the third round.

The play of the ♣9 allows East to win the
king and return a low club to the queen and ace.
Now West is on lead with the ♣3, while East is
poised over dummy’s ♣10 6 with the ♣J 8.

Note also that it was an error for South not to
play on hearts first. 

Who dealt this?
It’s common to hear players complain about

computer-dealt bridge hands. Most of the
complainers forget the wild deals they have created
with their own shuffling and dealing.

Ralph Cohen pointed out two of them from the
early stages of the Vanderbilt Knockout Teams, both
dealt by people.

Cohen’s teammates bid the vulnerable game at
the other table, so they gained 10 IMPs – and Cohen
noted that South can take nine tricks in 3NT.

After the lead of the ♥K, South wins and runs
six club tricks, making hash of the West hand. If
West ever discards a heart, declarer can simply
dislodge the ♦A for nine tricks. If West clings to all
his hearts, he will have to pitch diamonds and
spades. Four diamond pitches are easy, as is one of
the spade honors, but when the sixth discard must
be selected, it’s all bad choices.

This is the 75th Women’s Pairs. At stake is the
Whitehead Trophy, donated in 1930 by Wilbur C.
Whitehead of New York, a great bridge authority
and a member of the team that won the Vanderbilt
Cup in 1928, the first year it was in play.

Whitehead (1866-1931) was president of the
Simplex Automobile Company, but bridge held
such a fascination for him that he retired from
business in 1910 to devote his life to bridge.

He was the inventor of many bidding and play
conventions, the quick-trick table of card values,
the Whitehead system of requirements for original
bids and responses and the Whitehead table of
preferential leads.

Whitehead was instrumental in standardizing
procedures in auction bridge and later in contract
bridge.

Convention card reminder
• Each player must have an ACBL convention

card filled out and on the table. Please note that
other types of convention cards, such as the WBF
convention card or homemade cards that do not
sufficiently resemble the ACBL convention card,
are not acceptable substitutes.

• Each player is required to have a convention
card filled out legibly and on the table throughout
a session. Both cards of a partnership must be
identical and include the first and last names of
each member of the partnership.

If a director determines that neither player has
a substantially completed card, the partnership
may play only the Standard American Yellow Card
and may use only standard carding. This
restriction may be lifted only at the beginning of a
subsequent round after convention cards have
been properly prepared and approved by the
director. Further, the partnership will receive a 1/6
board matchpoint penalty for each board played,
commencing with the next round and continuing
until the restriction is lifted. In IMP team games,
penalties shall be at the discretion of the director.

If the director determines the partnership has
at least one substantially completed convention
card but has not fully complied with ACBL
regulations, the director may give warnings or
assign such penalties as he deems to be
appropriate under the circumstances.

The objective of these warnings and penalties
is the encouragement of full compliance with
ACBL regulations.

Monitoring
At this and future North American

championships, ACBL will be monitoring NABC+
events with visible, real-time cameras. The images
will be recorded and will be available for later
official inspection and review.

By general monitoring of the session and
participants’ behavior, ACBL has another source
of information that may be useful in determining
facts and settling issues arising from some types
of ethical and behavioral complaints or actions.
This procedure is intended to assure everyone that
the playing field is level and that misbehavior will
not be tolerated.
