
LM Women�s Pairs
battle for Sobel Trophy

The Life Master Women’s Pairs competition be-
gins today for the Helen Sobel Smith Trophy.

The event, restricted to Life Masters, is four ses-
sions with two qualifying sessions and two final ses-
sions. Prior to 1963 it was restricted to National Mas-
ters and players of higher rank.

The trophy recognizes Helen Sobel Smith, the first
woman elected to the Bridge Hall of Fame and uni-
versally considered the best woman player of all time.

“In my lifetime,” said Edgar Kaplan, editor and
publisher of The Bridge World, “she is the only
woman bridge player who was considered the best
player in the world. She knew how to play a hand.”

Smith learned to play bridge while a chorus girl in
the Marx Brothers’ Animal Crackers and won her
first national title, the Women’s Pairs, in 1934. She
became Life Master #25 in 1941.

Smith’s style was frisky and aggressive -- so ag-
gressive that “some of her male partners were intimi-
dated,” Kaplan said. “These guys felt they were play-
ing in the Mixed Pairs and they were the girl.”

1944 was a banner year for Smith -- she won the
Vanderbilt, the Spingold, the Women’s Teams and the
Master Mixed Teams and placed second in the Reisinger.

In all, she won 35 national titles -- the Vanderbilt
twice, the Spingold five times and the Reisinger four
times -- and the McKenney Trophy (now the Barry
Crane Top 500) three times: in 1941, 1942 and 1944.

Smith won her last NABC title in 1968 -- the
Master Mixed Teams, playing with Oswald Jacoby,
Jim Jacoby and Minda Brachman. The team won by
1 1/2 boards and the senior Jacoby summed up the
victory: “Helen was so sensational. She won it. We
were just her teammates.”

When Smith died of cancer in 1969, the Bulletin
remembered her as a player “without a peer among
women and very few peers among men. Helen played

Nail Trophy up for grabs
in LM Open Pairs

Play begins today in the four-session Life Mas-
ter Open Pairs event with two qualifying sessions and
two final sessions.

Before 1963 this event was restricted to National
Masters and players of higher rank. It was a men’s
event until 1990 when it became an open event.

At stake is the Bobby Nail Trophy, designated by
the ACBL Board of Directors to honor the diminu-
tive Texan (1925-95) who won this event in 1974 with
longtime friend and partner Gerald Michaud.

Nail won four other North American champion-
ships and represented North America twice in the
Bermuda Bowl. His team was second in 1963.

Nail was legendary in Texas and actually encour-
aged some of the many stories told about him.

Here’s a sample:
During the pair trials for the 1964 World Bridge

Olympiad, Nail and Jim Jacoby were playing against
upstarts Bob Hamman and Don Krauss -- the even-
tual winners -- and were performing particularly
poorly.

At one point in the match Nail took Jacoby away
from the table for a talk.

“Are you betting on these boys?” Nail inquired
of Jacoby, who was appalled that his partner would
even ask such a question.

Before Jacoby could sputter out an answer, Nail
said, “Relax, Jim. If you are, I just want half the ac-
tion.”

Nail is reputed to have formed the basis for Ac-
tive Ethics long before the term was coined.

Late one night, Nail found himself in a bridge game
with three gangsters. Nail’s left-hand opponent opened
1«. Nail’s partner bid 2ª. Nail’s RHO bid 2« and Nail

AIDS Foundation client
gives back as volunteer

Five years ago, Anna Heath was living in Hawaii and believed herself
to be the picture of health. She ate right, ran every day and felt great.
“I had a good life and was living in a wonderful place,” she recalled.

A routine visit to her doctor in 1991 turned Heath’s life upside down.
She found that she was HIV positive. “It was quite a shock,” said Heath,
who today is a member of the board of directors of the San Francisco
AIDS Foundation.

Thursday night, Heath accepted a $5000 check for the AIDS Founda-
tion from the ACBL Charity Foundation. The AIDS organization was cho-
sen for the donation by the San Francisco ACBL Unit.

Heath told the crowd of bridge players that she is personally aware of
how much the AIDS Foundation can do for people who have been in-
fected with the AIDS virus.

Not Marian
Wilson, who won the Patron Member drawing to play
with Larry Cohen in the Charity Stratified Open Pairs.

Actually, it was Cohen who felt the pressure af-
ter learning that Wilson, of Lindale TX, flew to San
Francisco just to play with him. Although she mailed
in her entry, she had not planned to attend the Fall
NABC. “I didn’t expect to win,” she said. When she
was told her name was drawn, she quickly consulted
her husband Lee, who told her to “go for it” -- then
“I’m coming, too.”

Wilson and Cohen enjoyed the game, as Cohen
learned about all the different countries the Wilsons
lived in while he worked as a petroleum engineer for
Atlantic-Richfield Oil Co.

At various times, the Wilsons have set up house-
keeping in Alaska, Hong Kong, Indonesia, England
and Denmark.

Through most of their travels, Marian has played
bridge. The couple learned to play together, but Lee
quit because, according to Marian, “he didn’t want to
learn the new conventions.”

In London, Marian started a duplicate game at
the American Women’s Club.

The Wilsons retired to Hideaway Lake, a secure
community in the northeast corner of Texas, because
they still had friends there -- and the places where

“My well being,” said Heath, “is due to the sup-
port that it has here.”

Heath’s discovery that she had the AIDS virus
was just the beginning of her travails.

First, she tried to contact her former boyfriend to
let him know about her discovery. She found that he
had died from AIDS complications only weeks be-
fore.

When she turned to her associates in Hawaii --
she was working with a film company -- Heath was
stunned to be rejected by them. “They couldn’t handle
it,” Heath said. “It shocked me so much I didn’t trust
anybody.”

She spent the next couple of years traveling around
the United States, staying with various relatives. She
lived with her mother in the Houston area for a while,
but her mother also found it difficult.

Heath was sinking deeper into depression when,
two and a half years ago, she visited California with a
friend and discovered the AIDS Foundation. “I never
wanted to be anywhere else,” she said.

“I felt so embraced and free to breathe compared
to other places I had been,” said Heath, 30. Nowa-
days, she is on call “to do all kinds of speaking,” much
of it being talks to school children. “I encourage them
to be careful -- and compassionate.”

The San Francisco AIDS Foundation, with a staff
of more than 100, does educational and prevention
outreach and public policy advocacy, provides emer-
gency housing and maintains a triligual (English, Span-
ish and Filipino) hotline.

Heath said most people who discover she is HIV
positive are surprised because she doesn’t appear at
all ill. “I’ve been incredibly fortunate in not getting
things,” she said.

Heath said she is anxious to give something back
to the AIDS Foundation after all she has received.
“No matter how much food someone gives you or
how many places to stay,” she said, “without accep-
tance it isn’t worth it -- and support is everything when
your life gets reduced like this.” o

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Revisiting San Francisco -- Fall NABC, 1990

S an Francisco’s last NABC -- in the fall of 1990
-- drew 13,239 tables and ranks as the fifth larg-
est Fall NABC of all time.

Orlando’s 14,980 tables in 1992 is the record
holder, followed by Anaheim 1987 with 13,948 tables;
Lancaster 1980 with 13,521 tables; and Las Vegas
1972 with 13,464 tables.

Highlights of the 1990 tournament:
ä Hugh Ross and Zia came from back in the

pack to win the Life Master Open Pairs. The victory
was a first for Ross -- never before had he won a
nationally-rated pair event. Team events -- lots of
them -- but no pair events. He and Zia were playing
together for only the second time.

“It was a great night,” said the irrepressible Zia.
“We went to dinner and drank as much wine as we
could, and we came back to have as good a time as
possible in the evening. And we had a very good time.
It’s much easier to have a good time when you win.”

Ross showed his declarer expertise on this deal
from the second final session.

South led the «Q, covered by the king and won

with the ace. North led another spade and Ross went
into the tank. Finally he played low and was happy to
win with dummy’s 9.

He led the ª10 and rose with the king when North
played low. Next came a club to the king and North’s
ace.

North led a spade to give partner a ruff, and South
made a small slip -- he should have led a heart to
save his partner from the impending endplay, but he
switched to a diamond.

Ross rose with the ace, cashed the ¨Q and got
out with a heart to North’s ace. That was it for the
defense -- North had to lead away from the ©Q or
offer Ross a sluff-ruff.

ä Carol Sanders and Betty Ann Kennedy won
their first Life Master Women’s Pairs title. The fre-
quent world champions (Venice Cup, Olympiad
Women’s Teams, World Women’s Pairs -- they have
won them all) had been runners-up on three previous
occasions.

Their four steady games were marked by sound
bidding, careful play and accurate defense. This deal
is from the second final session.

but Kennedy overtook with her jack to take an imme-
diate finesse to the ©Q.

Next she cashed the ªK Q. Then she found a
ploy to gain entry to the closed hand -- no matter who
held the «Q, no matter how well-guarded.

She led dummy’s «J. West could not resist. She won
the «Q and switched to a club but it was too late.

Dummy’s ¨A won and Kennedy played a spade
to her 10. The ªA was cashed, discarding dummy’s
¨9. The ©A provided an entry to the remaining spades
and 12 tricks.

ä Teams captained by Jacqui Mitchell and Judy
Randel were in a technical tie in the Women’s Board-
a-Match Teams. Mitchell, Amalya Kearse, Joyce
Lilie, Jo Morse, Nancy Alpaugh and Pamela
Granovetter had 33.90 while Randel, Broma Lou
Reed, Sally Woolsey and Marcia Masterson had 33.86.

ä In an event that was full of international stars
and world champions, four players almost unknown
outside the San Francisco area became the Open
Board-a-Match Teams champions.

Mark Moss, Dan Molochko, Jack Wholey and
Bob Thomsen scored 2.5 out of a possible 3 on the
last round, then added another point on a late-play
board to edge the George Rosenkranz team, 37.70 to
37.30.

Playing with Rosenkranz were Eddie Wold, Pe-
ter Weichsel, Bobby Levin, Marty Bergen and Larry
Cohen. Close behind in third place were Jimmy Cayne,
Chuck Burger, Bobby Wolff, Bob Hamman, Chip
Martel and Lew Stansby.

into long, deep thought. After several minutes he
played low and ruffed.

He led a heart to the 10 and ruffed a club. Next
came the ª8, covered by the 9 and won by the
jack.

For Intermediate/Novice directors

diate/Novice players, you are invited to come in to
the Intermediate/Novice area for hands-on experi-
ence and training during the Fall NABC.

Scheduling throughout the tournament is flexible.

Thomson cashed three spades and two diamonds.
He ruffed a club with the ªK. When he now led a
spade from his hand, there was no way he could be
prevented from taking tricks with dummy’s last two
hearts, the ace and the 6.

That was four trump tricks, three club ruffs, three
spades and two diamonds -- and that adds up to 12 -
- and that adds up to 37.70 -- and that adds up to a
North American championship.

Thomson and Molochko are planning to play in
this year’s event but Moss and Wholey are not.

ä Kit Woolsey and Ed Manfield, frustrated by
near misses in the Blue Ribbon Pairs for the last
four years, made sure this time. They piled up a
phenomenal 888.2 -- perhaps a record for the event
-- to win going away.

This was Manfield’s first triumph in the Blue Rib-
bon but Woolsey was chalking up his third win -- his
previous two were with Steve Robinson.

The winners got to their slam in the second final
session but Brian Glubok and Sam Lev, the runners-
up, took a fine save at the seven level. Woolsey and
Manfield salvaged as much as possible by defeating
the contract six tricks.

The bidding made it clear to Manfield that his

side didn’t have first- or second-round control of clubs,
so he bid the spade slam. Lev thought little of his
chances to beat this contract, and he took the grand
slam save.

Manfield got off to the «Q lead and in quick suc-
cession, the defenders took the «K, ©K, ©A and ªQ.
Then Woolsey led a third diamond and Manfield ruffed
with his 8 -- good enough to force the king and pro-
mote Woolsey’s queen to trick-taking value.

That was down six for minus 1400 -- not good
enough to compensate for the 1430 6« would have
earned but the winners still salvaged a lot of
matchpoints by finding the best possible defense.

ä Edgar Kaplan, Norman Kay, Richard Pavlicek,
Bill Root and Brian Glubok ran away with the
Reisinger Board-a-Match Teams -- two boards ahead
of Malcolm Brachman, Paul Soloway, Bobby
Goldman, Mike Passell, Mark Lair and Eddie Wold.

Junior reception
Tomorrow is Junior Day. There will be a recep-

tion and dinner for Juniors between sessions from 5
to 6:30 pm.

Junior Coupons
Juniors may play in any event for $5 per session

and a Junior Coupon. Coupons may be picked up at
the ACBL Information Desk, at the Novice Selling
Station or from Charlotte Blaiss.
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Allowable conventions for Classic Bridge
vitational or better values. Specify meanings of
opener’s rebids. New-suit response may be forc-
ing or non-forcing (must specify on card). Over
new suit, opener must be allowed to raise (pairs
whose opener fails to raise a psyched new suit with
a hand appropriate for a raise will be penalized).

Strong twos: 2̈  is a strong hand (natural or
artificial), 2© response is artificial. 2©, 2ª, 2« are
natural and forcing to the three level.

2NT opening: Any 2- or 3-point contiguous
range, subject to a minimum of 19 points. 3¨ re-
sponse = Stayman. Option 1) Jacoby transfer and
Texas transfers and 3« artificial are allowed. Op-
tion 2) Gerber.

Notrump overcalls
Cheapest notrump overcall: any contiguous

range up to 4 HCP, specified for both a direct and
a balancing notrump overcall.

Cuebid is Stayman, two-level suits are signoffs,
three-level suit bids are forcing.

Jump to 2NT is either for minors or two lowest
unbid suits (must specify whether playing minors
or two lowest unbid suits on convention card).

Negative doubles
If playing negative doubles, must specify on con-

vention card the level through which they are
played, with a maximum level of 4©. Negative
doubles show values to compete and either both
unbid suits or one unbid suit (usually a major) and
tolerance for opener’s suit.

Overcalls
New suit forcing or not forcing, must specify

on convention card. Cuebid shows support for the
overcalled suit and invitational or better hand, or
any very strong hand that need not have support.

Jump raise is forcing, limit or preemptive (weak)
(must specify).

Over an opponent�s notrump
All bids natural. Option: 2̈  shows both majors

(Landy).
Jump overcalls

Must specify on convention card: Option 1) Pre-
emptive (weak hand, long suit). Option 2) Interme-
diate (strength of a sound opening bid with a long,
good suit. Option 3) Strong (very strong hand with
long suit).

Direct cuebid
Over minors: natural, or strong takeout, or

shows two known suits Over majors: strong take-
out, or shows two known suits. Michaels cuebid
(showing the other major and an unknown minor)
is not acceptable.

Slam conventions
4NT Blackwood: responses are 5¨ = zero or 4,

5© = 1, etc. Option: Jump to 5NT is grand slam
force. 4NT Roman Key Card Blackwood: All re-
sponses allowed.

Defensive carding
Leads are fourth-best from length, high from

x-x-x or x-x-x-x vs. notrump.
Circle card led from x-x-x vs. suits.
Standard signals (high card encourages, or

shows even number, or high suit preference).
Lead king from A-K-x, or ace from A-K-x, oth-

erwise top of any sequence of honors (including
interior sequence). Exception: Lead queen from K-
Q-10-9 vs. notrump (optional).

Specific exclusions
Psychs are strongly discouraged.

Opening bids
1NT: Any contiguous range of 3 points with a

lower value of not less than 11 and an upper value
of not greater than 19.

Opening bids of one of a suit may be 4- or
5-card major style and must not be substantially
lighter than what would be deemed “standard” but
may be somewhat lighter.

Opening bids of one of a minor must prom-
ise 3 or more cards in either suit.

Responding to 1NT
2¨ = Stayman (check for 4-card or longer ma-

jor suit). Restriction: 2NT is always natural and
invitational.

Two of any other suit: Option 1) signoff, natu-
ral. Option 2) Jacoby transfer (2© shows 5 or more
hearts, 2ª shows five or more spades).

Follow-ups to the transfer must be at least
game-invitational and should be discussed so that
both members of the partnership agree whether
the bid of a new suit is forcing or invitational. 2« is
game-forcing with exact meaning at the discretion
of the partnership (must specify). Option 3) two-
way Stayman (2© is game-forcing Stayman).

Three of any suit: Option 1) Natural, invita-
tional or better. Option 2) Minors or majors or both
designated as invitational or better.

4ª and 4«: Option 1) To play (if not playing
Texas transfers). Option 2) Texas transfer (4©
shows 6 or more hearts, 4ª shows 6 or more
spades).

Over double: Transfers may or may not apply.
