Had he
played two high trumps, he would not have been able
to use dummy’s last trump for ruffing a diamond and
finessing.

After cashing the#A, Kolesnik made the win-
ning play -- a second-round finesse of #E). Next,
he ruffed a diamond, returned to hand with a club to
the king, drew trumps and claimed with a good club
and the top heatrts.

Kolesnik reasoned that West might have made
those unusual plays in diamonds in the hope that part-
ner would wind up with a trump trick. The switch and
continuation might have been essential for the defense
if, for example, South had held the single®.

In Lord’s mind, besides his astute reasoning,
Kolesnik needed and found the additional ingredient
for risking the loss of a trump trick to J-x or J-x-x --
courage!
