Bone density test today

The sponsor of today’s Stratified Senior Pairs -
- the Preventive Medicine and Rehabilitation Cen-
ters -- will conduct bone mineral density tests today
from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. at the Marriott Rivercenter.

The tests will be conducted near Salon E, where
the event is to be played. A physician will be avail-
able to discuss the results. The bone density test cost:
$20 and takes five to 10 minutes.

The test is recommended because of statistics
regarding osteoporosis and osteopenia. Fifty percent
of women and 15% of men will have a fracture re-
lated to osteoporosis some time in their lives. Ap-
proximately 1.5 million men and women suffer frac-
tures each year, including 300,000 with hip fractures,
of which 60,000 will die within the year.

Diagnosis is accomplished by determination of
bone density, but only about 7.5% of people who
suffer from osteoporosis have been diaghosed.
