There are two general cases:

1. The card played by dummy was NOT the one
declarer called. In this case Law 45 D applies. There is
no problem with this interpretation as there is a clearly
defined time beyond which a correction is not permit-
ted -- after each side has played to the next trick.

2. The card played was the one declarer called but
declarer claims that the play was not intended (i.e., an
“inadvertent” play). The Law reads, “A player may,
without penalty, change an inadvertent designation if
he does so without pause for thought....”

A) While it may be difficult to identify an inad-
vertent action, it is sometimes easier to define what it
is not. It is not a slip of the mind. For exampl®,-P-

44 (Splinter)-P:

The opening bidder now thinks for a while, con-
sidering whether to make a slam try. He finally places
the green card on the table. This is clearly a slip of the
mind -- NOT INADVERTENT -- declarer did not pull
the wrong (unintended) bidding card.

“We are not honoring Grace because she was a grea
bridge player, rather we are honoring her because she wa
a great person.” This is how the San Antonio players feel
about Grace Porterfield, who died recently. Tomorrow’s

morial Pairs. In fact, all the Intermediate/Newcomer events
tomorrow have been named for Grace.

Here is what Diane Olson had to say about Grace:

Grace Porterfield was a lovely lady, a lady in ev-
ery sense of the word. Everyone who met her adored
her. She was a sweet person, a devoted wife and a lov
ing mother. | first met her when | gave a talk on “Re-
verse Bidding” for the Intermediate-Newcomer pro-
gram at a San Antonio regional several years ago. She
and her husband, Paul, attended and spoke to me af-
terward about taking some lessons.

| found out later that it was their first experience
with duplicate bridge. Their son from Houston had
talked them into coming. They became two of my most
loyal students.

When they returned from one out-of-town tourna-
ment, Paul told me how excited Grace was to be able
to use a splinter bid to reach a good slam. It was not
easy for them to travel, as they had to manuever a
wheelchair in and out of their car. I'll never forget how
amazed | was when | first saw the contraption which
came down from the top of the car and then lifted the
wheelchair up to become the covered dome on top.

When Grace became ill and had to stay in the hos-
pital, there was not much hope that she would survive
long. She made a miraculous recovery for about a
month or so before she relapsed and died.

Grace claimed three birthdays; December 2, 3 and
5. She had medical insurance, Social Security and birth
records to “prove” each date. The fact that she causec
all these records, except the birth record, to be createc
with erroneous dates, was immaterial - or so went her
argument. She somewhat jokingly insisted on celebrat-
ing all three birthdays. Husband Paul, always thinking
her cute, accepted her argument and offered gifts for
each day. On her Dec. 2, 1995 birthday, he wrote
“Green Apples & Such,” and presented it to her.

With tears flowing freely, Grace said, with broken
voice, “Now you must write a poem for my birthday
tomorrow. It wouldn’t be fair if that birthday didn’t
have a poem also.” Paul presented her with “That's
Grace,” a much lighter, teasing poem. Then came the
same plea for her birthday of Dec. 5. Paul presented
her with, “Third of the Year.” And so was born the “Tril-
ogy to Grace.”
